A GROWTH INDUSTRY

‘Dusters’ and ‘Sprayers’ started appearing on 
British farms following the development of 
growth promoting fertilizers in the early 20th. 
Century. This 1925 horse drawn traction sprayer 
manufactured by the Canadian farm equipment 
company Massey Harris has a wheel driven 
pump delivering liquid fertilizer from a fifty 
gallon tank to the crop via a fold down boom. Digi
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
